The Rea Valley Cycle and Leisure Path was the subject of a presentation by Prof. Les Lumsden after the ReaVEN Cyclefest last April when he outlined the way forward for this exciting facility. His study demonstrates that the development of the proposed path along the trackbed of the old Minsterley railway, linking the villages of Hanwood, Pontesbury, Pontesford and Minsterley, would bring economic, social, environmental and health benefits to our local communities. As well as providing a sustainable tourism opportunity, and access to the Shropshire Hills AONB, the trail would encourage healthy travel and recreation for local residents. Local Food and Allotments.  We are progressing very slowly with this initiative but hopeful that one day we shall have good news.  Producing local food was a big component of our unsuccessful SOS bid and we know that many of you would be keen to get involved in this.

Local Energy Generation. We are still discussing this with a local company and hopeful that something will come out of the talks.  Watch this space.
